Via their Double Hilton HHonors Base points promotion, Hampton provides just that with double 

HHonors Base points for each qualified stay.  The television spots will also be supported with in-

banner and pre-roll video spots on several internet sites, including Hulu, Facebook, 

AskMen.com, and MySpace, aimed to strengthen the image of the campaign and broaden its 
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reach to web-based communities.  The authentic, no video trickery footage underscores how 

there’s an easier way to earn points staying with Hampton Hotels.  

 

The authentic shots and footage created by a group of teens from Hoover, Alabama was 

secured versus re-filming the shots in order to maintain the sense of realism.  “When the 

creative team first presented the concept for this promotion utilizing amazing basketball footage 

the art director recalled seeing online a few years back, we knew we were on to a big idea,” said 

group creative director, Lauren Watson from Hampton’s ad agency Draftfcb-Chicago.  We 

wanted to use the original footage because it has an authentic vibe that you just can’t recreate. “  

 

The next batch of commercials within this new value campaign serve to highlight the specific 

amenities and service that set Hampton apart from other hotels.  Each of these 15 second spots 

highlights the Hampton brand’s bundled amenities, such as free high-speed internet access or 

free hot breakfast, comparing what you often receive (or in some cases don’t receive) at other 

hotels to the value you receive everyday at Hampton Hotels.  

 

Both the television and online 15 second spots highlight some of the Hampton brand’s bundled 

amenities, such as free high-speed internet access and hot breakfast. The television 

commercials will air on ESPN, Fox Sports Net, the Weather Channel, Headline News, Versus, 

History, etc.  The online 15 second spots showcase the great value of Hampton Hotels’ free 

high-speed internet access, free hot breakfast and the consistent friendly service that Hampton 

is known for internationally.
